Risk of Loss. Notwithstanding Paragraph 14.1 Title
Transfer, care, custody, control and risk of loss of the
Goods, and liability arising from the storage and
transportation of the Goods, remains with the Seller until
PCLI takes physical possession and accepts delivery of
the Goods.

Payment

Payment. Subject to the terms and conditions herein,
payment shall be made in accordance with the Purchase
Order.

Withholding. Notwithstanding any other provision, an
amount otherwise due to the Seller may be withheld,
without payment of interest, if, in the opinion of PCLI, it is
necessary to protect PCLI from loss on account of the
Seller:

(@) failing to provide the Goods in accordance with the
terms of this Purchase Order;

(b) being in material default of any condition of the
Purchase Order, including without limitation, quality
assurance;

() not promptly remedying defective or deficient Goods;
or

(d) failing to promptly and satisfactorily pay any Claim for
labour performed or materials or equipment
furnished;

and if and when the cause of the withholding of any amount
is removed and satisfactory evidence of such removal is
furnished to PCLI, PCLI shall promptly pay the amount
withheld to the Seller pertaining to such cause.

Set-Off

Set-Off. PCLI may deduct and set-off any amounts owed by
the Seller to PCLI under the Purchase Order,
howsoever arising, from any amount due or owing by
PCLI under any contract PCLI has or may have with the
Seller.

Suspension or Termination

Suspension or Termination by PCLI. PCLI may, at any
time, without cause, suspend or terminate the Purchase
Order for any reason on 15 days’ written notice; provided,
however, that PCLI may, upon giving 24 hours’ notice,
immediately terminate the Purchase Order for cause.

Confidentiality

Confidential Information. Any and all confidential
information of PCLI or the Seller received by the other
party to the Purchase Order shall be received in the
strictest confidence.

Confidentiality Indemnification. Without limitation and in
addition to any other rights or remedies PCLI may have,
the Seller acknowledges that it shall be liable to and shall
indemnify and hold harmless the Indemnitees from all inter-
party and third party Claims brought against or suffered,
sustained, paid or incurred by the Indemnitees arising out of
or resulting from a breach of Article 18 Confidentiality by the
Seller.

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Further Relief. It is understood that a breach of any of the
promises or provisions contained in this Article may cause
the other party to suffer a loss for which it could not be
adequately compensated by monetary damages. In
addition to claiming damages or an indemnity, the affected
party shall be entitled as a matter of right to seek an
injunction and enforce the terms and provisions of this
Article. The parties agree that the affected party will suffer
irreparable harm as a result of a breach of any of the
promises or provisions contained in this Article, and the
other party consents to any preliminary or ex parte
applications for such relief to any court of competent
jurisdiction, including, without limitation, equitable relief
including injunctive relief and specific performance. The
foregoing rights shall be cumulative and shall be in addition
to any other remedies which may be available to the
affected party.

Term. The obligations under this Article 18 Confidentiality
shall continue for a period of 5 years following the date the
Purchase Order becomes a binding agreement in
accordance with Paragraph 25.8 Binding Agreement.

Intellectual Property

Intellectual Property Indemnification. The Seller shall be
liable to and shall indemnify and hold harmless PCLI from
and against any and all Claims arising out of or resulting
from the actual or alleged infringement of any rights under
patents, trade secrets, copyright or other intellectual
property rights or any litigation based thereon in respect of
Goods supplied by the Seller.

Laws and PCLI Policies and Procedures

Compliance with Law. The Seller shall comply with all
applicable Law in the performance of its obligations under
the Purchase Order.

Compliance with PCLI Policies. The Seller shall and
shall ensure that its subcontractors and their respective
Personnel, prior to providing the Goods, read and
understand the most current copies of the PCLI Policies
including those available on PCLI's and HFC'’s
website at the expense of the Seller. The Seller shall and
shall ensure that its subcontractors and their respective
Personnel comply with PCLI Policies at the expense of
the Seller. In the case of any difference between the
requirements of PCLI Policies and the Law, the stricter or
higher standard shall apply.

Taxes

Tax Responsibility. With the exception of goods and
services tax’harmonized sales tax (as defined in the Excise
Tax Act (Canada)) payable on amounts due to the Seller,
payment of which shall remain the responsibility of PCLI,
the Seller shall pay all taxes in relation to the Goods
supplied under the Purchase Order in compliance with all
applicable Law.

Tax Indemnity. The Seller shall indemnify and save
harmless the PCLI from any and all Claims which may be
made or assessed against PCLI in respect of the Seller's
obligations described in Article 21 Taxes.

Audit

Audit. At any time during normal business hours until 2
years following delivery of the Goods, PCLI or its
nominees shall have the right to inspect and audit the

UN Convention on the Sale of Goods

Exclude the Application. The parties hereto expressly
exclude the application of the United Nations Convention on
Contracts for the International Sale of Goods.

Governing Law

Governing Law and Jurisdiction. The Purchase Order
shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the
Laws of the province where the Site is located and the
parties agree to accept and submit to the exclusive
jurisdiction of the courts of that province.

Assignment. Neither party may assign the Purchase
Order without the prior written consent of the other
party, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

Subcontracting. Seller shall not subcontract any portion
of the Purchase Order without the prior written consent of
PCLI, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

Entire Agreement. The Purchase Order constitutes the
entire agreement between the parties and shall
supersede and replace any and all prior agreements
between the parties with respect to the subject matter
hereof, and may be amended only by written instrument
signed by the parties.

Amendments. No amendment to the Purchase Order
shall be binding on PCLI and the Seller, unless made in
writing and signed by the authorized representatives of
both parties.

No Waiver. PCLI's failure to insist on performance of
any term, condition or instruction or failure to exercise
any right or privilege, or its waiver of any breach or default
shall not thereafter waive any such term, condition,
instruction, right or privilege.

Binding Agreement. The Purchase Order shall become
a binding agreement upon the Seller signing and returning
an executed copy of the Purchase Order or upon the
Seller otherwise acknowledging acceptance of the
Purchase Order or commencing performance of the
Purchase Order, whichever occurs first.

Exclusions. Any reference to the Seller's documents
(quotation, bid, or proposal) does not imply acceptance
of any terms, conditions, or instruction contained in such
document. Any Seller's terms and conditions stated in
any communication shall not apply to the Purchase
Order and shall not be applicable in the interpretation of
the Purchase Order.
